No matter what the subject, budget or timeline and regardless of the degree of planning and preparation, power supply and maximising the uptime during which equipment is available for filming, remains one of the most pressing challenges when working outside of the studio environment. Where the timing of the event being filmed is uncertain and a second take isn’t an option, for example the critical moment in a nature documentary or consumer affairs show, then this pressure can multiply exponentially.

Fortunately help is  at hand in the form of Power-over-Coax Injector/Stripper modules from LEN Limited. These UK designed and manufactured modules, significantly increase the DC power that can be delivered over the coax cable, enabling a single coax cable to provide DC power to the camera (4A max), whilst also providing a broadcast quality HD or 3G SDI feed to production, making them the ideal alternative to frequent, time consuming and disruptive camera battery changes.
