Users may specify an in-line 'barrel' housing (L4KGI 01) or a flange mounting to facilitate rack-panel mounting (L4KGI 02). Both products are compliant with  the SMPTE ST-2081 and SMPTE ST-2082 standards defining 6G and 12 G interfaces as well as being backwards compatible with the existing SD, HD and 3G standards. 
These new 4K units add to the established range of LEN 3G HD SDI Galvanic video ground path isolators,  a lightweight, passive solution to interference, enabling access to high quality video across an extremely wide area.
